BREW UNIT MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

Proper care and maintenance of your espresso machine will help to ensure that it continues to perform properly and to produce the quality of
espresso that you have come to expect . The following procedures outline the right way to keep the brew unit for your machine in top shape
and operating at its best.

- Never put the brew unit in a dishwasher

- Carry out a fake preground at the end of every day (press the preground coffee button, do not insert any coffee, press long espresso button)

- Once a week brush off any ground coffee from the brew unit (use the brush that came with your machine) and rinse under warm water.
Do not soak the brew unit in water when cleaning. At least once a month remove the filter screen when cleaning and apply lubrication to
the brew unit as needed.

- To remove the brew unit for cleaning, open the front door, remove drip tray and dump box.

- Check that the timing mark G is aligned with timing indicator N (see illustration below).

- Grasp the brew unit, push the PUSH lever, and pull the brew unit towards you. The brew unit will easily slide out of the machine.
- Do not remove the screen over the sink.

- Use the key provided (item D) to loosen the thumbscrew for the upper filter screen (item H) by placing the key down over the thumbscrew
and turning it counter-clockwise. Hold the screen (item C) to keep it from spinning while the thumbscrew is turned . When re-installing
the upper filter screen, turn the thumbscrew clockwise only until hand tight.

- Apply lubricant to o-ring (item B) and also to the piston shaft (item J). Lubricate track rails on both inner sides of brew group once a month.
Replace the o-ring when it appears to be worn or flattened using the o-ring supplied with Saeco's brew unit maintenance kit (part
# 830.127.278).A cotton swab should also be used when lubricating the piston shaft to make sure that the lubricant is spread evenly
along the length of the shaft.

- Dry the brew unit as much as possible before placing it back in the machine. Make sure that the funnet (item S) is completely dry before
reinserting the brew unit into the machine. Do not hold down the lever with the push indicator when placing the brew unit back in the
machine. Make sure the bottom of the brew unit is level and that the guides on the base of the brew unit slide into the grooves on the platform
inside the machine. Make sure G and N are aligned on brew unit. You should hear the brew unit click into place. Confirm that it has
done so by pulling on the brew unit without pressing the PUSH lever - the brew unit should remain firmly in place.
